Preface


In this supplement to the Bowards in America book, research was done on Stull’s Addition to Hagerstown. Mr. Donald Brown, well known researcher in Washington County, researched each lot from 1776 to 2000 noting each transfer from person to person. This gives a definite map of the Stull boundary and where the Boward family lived. Credit should be given to Mr. Brown for the vast number of hours spent in this research project.


The main focus on this project was to verify where the Boward Brick Yard was. We knew that Henry Boward sold bricks in 1776 for the building of St. John’s Episcopal Church and the Boward family owned the yard into the 1830’s. The Boward men of that era had trades as masons, hod carriers, lime kiln operators, stone masons, etc….  The brickyard was eventually found in the fourth ward of Hagerstown, at the edge of the old fairgrounds. 


Many of the records in the Stull’s addition were of the Boward or descendants family. Through heirs of land ownership we see many of the names and genealogy lines. We hope that other researchers will be able to use this project to further other research and or the preservation of History.

JOHN STULL
John Stull was a descendant of Joost Stoll of New Amsterdam, circa 1689. Joost Stoll was a emissary to England at that time for one Leisler who, as a Captain of Militia, had overthrown the incumbent Govenor Nicolson. As for Leisler, a German, he had come into New Amsterdam in 1660 “as a common soldier.” They were unsuccessful in their take over and had to leave New Amsterdam.  John Stull was among the original petitioners in 1742 for the separate Parish of All Saints. He was also mentioned among the taxables for Monocacy Hundred in 1733. In 1738 John Stull had a mill on what is today the Southeast edge of Hagerstown. John Stull, Sr. will dated 17 Apr 1749 stated that daughter, Susanna, was the wife of Charles Swearingen, Lt. Col. in Revolutionary War. Susannah Swearingen, daughter of Charles and Susanna (Stull) Swearingen, married Robert Cresap, a first cousin, in 1795. John Stull, Jr. was Judge and first president of the Washington County Court in 1776. John, Jr second wife was Mercy Williams, wife of General Otho Williams Williams of Revolutionary War fame. It was under Otho Williams that Leonard Boward served as private. John Stull, Jr died 9 Apr 1791.

certified unto our Land Office that there is Surveyed and laid out for and In the name of him the said John Stull the Exact Quantity of 
fifty acre , for which the said John Stull hath made good rights to by Paying unto Benjamin Parker Esq. our Agent and Receiver General for our use the Sum of Two pounds Ten shillings Sterling for the same according to Charles Lord Baron of Baltimore Our Grandfather of Noble memory his Instructions to Charles Carroll Est. his then Agent bearing Date at London the Twelfth Day of September Seventeen hundred and Twelve and registered in our Secretary's Office in our said Province Together with our instructions bearing Date at London the fifteenth day of December Seventeen hundred and Thirty Eight and Registered in Our Land Office. We do therefore grant unto him the said John Stull all that tract or parcell of Land called the Whiskey lying and being in the County aforesaid Beginning at a Bounded White Oak standing on the West side of Anteatum Creek about a quarter of a mile from Stulls Mill and running thence North fifty one degrees West Sixty four perches then North five Degrees East one hundred Perches then South Seventy three Degrees East One hundred perches then by a straight line to the Beginning Tree containing and now laid out for fifty acres of land more or less according to the Certificate of Survey thereof taken and returned into our Law office bearing Date the Seventeenth day of April Seventeen hundred and thirty nine and there remaining together with all rights, profits benefits and privileges thereunto belonging Royal mines excepted To Have and To Hold the same unto him the said John Stull his heirs and assigns forever to be Holden of us and our heirs as of our Manor of Chonuecocheige in free and common soccage by Sealty ii

for all manner of Services Yeilding and Paying therefore Yearly unto us and our heirs at receipt at the City of Saint Mary's at the Two most usual feasts in the year Viz. at the feast to the Annunciation of the Blessed Virgin Mary and St. Michael the Arch Angel by even and equal portions the rent of Two Shillings Sterling In Silver or Gold and for a fine upon every Alienation of the said Land or any part or parcel thereof of One whole years rent in Silver or Gold or the full value thereof in such commodities as we and our heirs or such Officer or Officers as shall be Appointed by us and Our heirs from Time to Time to Collect and receive the same shall Accept in Discharge thereof at the Choice of us and our heirs of Such Officer or Officers aforesaid Provided that if the said Sum for a fine for Alienation Shall not be paid unto us and our heirs or such Officer or Officers aforesaid before such Alienation and the said Alienation entered Upon Record Either in the Provincial. Court or County Court where the same Parcel of land lyeth within Our Northwest Province of Maryland the Twenty first Day of December Seventeen hundred In the Twenty fifth Year of our Dominion Over Our said Province Anno Domini Seventeen hundred and Thirty Nine Witness our Trust and Well Beloved Samuel Ogle Esq. appears in our Land Office and upon such conditions and terms as are expressed in our Conditions of Plantation of our said province bearing date the fifth day of April sixteen hundred and eighty four and remaining upon Record in our said province together with such alterations as in them are made by our further conditions bearing date the fourth day of December sixteen hundred and ninety six together also with the alterations made by our Instructions bearing date at London the twelfth day of September seventeen hundred and twelve and registered in our Secretary's Office of. our said province together with a paragraph of our instructions bearing date at London the fifteenth day of December seventeen hundred and thirty eight and registered in our Land Office We do therefore hereby Grant unto him the said John Stull all that tract or parcel of land lying in the said County called the Second Addition to Whiskey Beginning at the end of the first Course of a tract of land called Whiskey laid out for the said Stull and running thence North seventy three degrees then East thirty perches then by a straight line to the Beginning Tree containing and now laid out for Forty Acres of Land more or less according to the Certificate of Survey thereof taken and returned into our Land Office bearing date the twelfth day of March Seventeen hundred and forty one and there remaining together all Rights, Profits and Benefits there​unto belonging Royal mines excepted To Have and To Hold the same unto him the said Stull his heirs and assigns forever to be beholden to us and our heirs as of our Mannor Connegocheqe in free and common soccaae by fealty only for all manner of Services yielding and paying therefore Yearly unto us and our heirs at our Receipt at our City of Saint Marys at the two most usual feasts in the Year Viz. the feasts of the Annunciation of the Blessed Virgin Mary and St. Michael the Arch Angel by even and equal portions the Rent of one shilling and seven pence half penny Sterling in 
Silver or Gold and for a fine upon every Alienation of the said Land or any part or parcel thereof one Whole Years Rent in Silver or Gold on the full value thereof in such Commodities as We and our heirs or such Officer or Officers as shall be appointed by us and our heirs from tinge to time to collect and Review the same shall accept in Discharge thereof at the Choice of us and our heirs or such Officer or Officers aforesaid provided that if the said 
Sum for a fine for Alienation Shall not be paid unto us and our heirs or such Officer or Officers aforesaid before such Alienation and the said Alienation entered upon Record either with a provincial Court or County Court where the same parcel of Land lieth within on Month next after such Alienation then the said alienation shall be Void and of no Effect Given under our Great Seal of our said province of Maryland this tenth day of October Anno Dorn. Seventeen hundred and forty four

Charles, etc. Know Ye that whereas John Stull of Prince Georges County by his Humble Petition to our Agent for Management of Land Affairs within this province did set forth that he had on the twenty first day of December Seventeen hundred and thirty nine granted him by patent under the great Seal of this province a tract of Land lying in Prince Georges County called the Whiskey containing fifty acres and had on the tenth day of October Anno Dom seventeen hundred and forty‑four Granted him by Patents under the great Seal of this Province two other tracts contiguous to the former One called Addition to Whiskey containing One hundred and

sixty acres the other Second Addition to Whiskey containing Forty Acres and Being so thereof Poss st upon
Inspection into the bounds ‑‑ Apprehended they Interferd with Each other and that there might be some Vacant Land to them Contiquous and he being Desirous to correct all Errors and the Contiquous Vacancy and Reduce the whole into one Entire Tract pray'd official Warrant to Resurvey them for that Intent and purpose and that on Return of a Certificate thereof be complying with all Requisites Our Grant of Confirmation might issue unto him thereon which was granted him  and accordingly a Warrent on the Twentieth day of October Seventeen hundred and forty unto him for that purpose did issue In pursuance Whereof it is certified unto Our Land Office that the aforesaid Tracts or parcels of Land and Resurveyed by which it Appears the whole now Contains the Quantity of Five hundred and thirty Acres Two hundred and Eighty Acres whereof is vacancy Added for which the said John Stull has paid and Satisfied unto Benjamin Tasker Esq. Our present Agent and Receiver General for our use the sum of Fourteen pounds Sterling Caution for the same according to Charles Lord Baron of Baltimore our Grandfather of Noble memory his Instructions to Charles Carroll Esq. his then Agent bearing Date at London the Twelfth day of September Seventeen hundred and Twelve and Registered in our Secretary's Office of our said province Together with a paragraph of our Instructions bearing Date at London the Fifteenth day of December Seventeen hundred and thirty eight and Registered in our Land Office We Do hereby grant and confirm unto him the said John Stull all them the aforesaid Tracts or parcels of Land with the Vacancy added now Resurveyed now Reduced in one Entire Tract and called Whiskey with the first and Second Addition resurveyed Lying and being in the County aforesaid Beginning at the original Beginning Bounded Tree of Whiskee being a bounded white oak standing on the West side of Anteatom about a quarter of a mile below Stulls Mill and running thence along the first course of Whiskey North Fifty one Degrees west fifty eight perches then south fifty nine Degrees west Seventy three perches then North sixteen degrees west one hundred
